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These notes are designed to support in the planning, execution and follow up of a
visit to the Serpentine Gallery. They are aimed at Key Stage 3 but include activities
that can relate to all key stages. They are not intended as a fixed structure, but rather
as a collection of ideas. Feel free to adapt them to suit your needs and inspire
discussion and practical work.
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Background Information

Allora and Calzadilla
“For us the potential of art is to insert something into a situation to stir things up,

cause a catalytic change, or detonate a chain of events.”
The Art of Response-ability: An interview with Jennifer Allora and Guillermo Calzadilla

Jennifer Allora and Guillermo Calzadilla produce work that focuses on the
challenging and conflicting effects of globalisation. Through photography, video,
sculpture, installation and performance they explore issues of power and acts of
resistance as well as environmentalism and consumerism.

The diversity of media used is determined by the needs of the concepts they are
exploring, for example sculptures are made from industrial waste materials, paintings
from charcoal footprints and films record incidents which are more performance than
documentary.

Ruin, 2006, transformed industrial waste material into a minimalist sculpture made of
layers of steel sheets into which shapes of functional objects had been punched out.
The remaining sheets of steel took on the delicacy of paper cut outs.

Charcoal Dance Floor, 2006, sees the destruction of figure drawing by the
movement of people through the gallery space, leaving only abstract swirls of dust
broken up by footprints and marks depicting brand names across a canvas.

While these works highlight global consumerism and take place in the gallery
environment, Allora & Calzadilla also work closely with activists and community
groups particularly in Puerto Rico where they are partly based.

Returning a Sound, 2004 documents a local activist traversing newly liberated land
on a moped with a trumpet welded onto the muffler. “As the bike moves along, it
produces a resounding call to attention. Of course, the trumpet sometimes sounds

like an ambulance, an alarm, or Morse code--even experimental salsa”
Allora & Calzadilla Talk About Three Pieces In Vieques

The artists live in Puerto Rico and Cambridge, Massachusetts. Their work has been
exhibited in international galleries and festivals including : the Biennal de la Habana,
2000, How Latitudes Become Forms: Art in a Global Age, 2003, the 51% Venice
Biennale, 2005 and the Whitney Biennial, New York, 2006.
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Clamor, 2006

Located in the North Gallery, Clamor initially appears to be a large bunker-like
sculpture, but when viewed from different perspectives it takes on multiple identities.
The artists have described it as a ‘sculptural hybrid chamber resembling a bunker, a
ruin, and a sound booth.” Clamor investigates the bodily and physical dimensions of
the music of war through both live performance and recorded music.

For the live performance a group of musicians will be inside the sculpture playing
songs and music from different geographical territories and historical periods inspired
by, and in response to, war. Ranging from patriotic songs to hip hop and heavy
metal, they will be performed simultaneously; at times in harmony and at others in
total discord, to produce both a symphony and cacophony of sound.

For the duration of the exhibition the artists will create a soundtrack sampling music
that has been invoked in times of conflict - for example ‘We're not gonna take it’ by
Twisted Sister, used by the Americans in the 1989 Panama invasion, the music of
Janissary bands from the Ottoman Empire and ballads of the October Revolution - to
stage a sonic war. This will be played will be played inside the structure and the
public will be able to see musical instruments through openings in the installation.

Do you think the work is pro- or anti-war? Why?

The Janissary of the Ottoman army went into battle playing music to drive their
warriors wild and make them ready for battle, more importantly the noise would terrify
their enemies with the ear-splitting sound. What effect does the sound here have on
you?

Draw or describe other places where you experience such a cacophony of sound?

Find a section of the work that is significant to you. Draw a sketch of that section and
write on the words you associate with it.



Activities for the Classroom

English: How do words change their meaning when you add a prefix or suffix eg
form / reform, response / responsibility?

Music: Record sounds you hear around you in your daily life — some are music, but
are there others that could be music? How?

History: Research the use of sound and music in war— from the Janissary bands of
the Ottoman Empire, the music bombardment in Panama, to the singing revolution in
Estonia.

Compare Erich Mendelsohn’s: The Einstein Tower

The origins of the design of Erich Mendelsohn's Einstein Tower in Potsdam near
Berlin can be found in the letters and sketches he sent from the front during the First
World War. The rounded, irregular forms of the tower were inspired by his passion for
music and his interest in Einstein's revolutionary ideas. It is considered a key
Expressionist building with curved, organic forms which depart from all traditional
expectations of what a tower should look like

Although built nearly 90 years apart, both works combine influence of sound and
structure — what other links can you find? Think about size, structure, colour,
materials. Which do you prefer? Why?

Are there sounds that you love to listen to? Or ones you would like to escape from?
How could a building replicate those sounds?

Design a place where you can escape to or from the noise.

Consider size, shape, material, sound-proofing, access & how the structure would
reflect or hide its function. Build a 3D model of your structure.
